SORTING CARDS
I used these cards (I think I have 30 of them in total) as a way to sort my students randomly into groups.  If we were doing any type of group work, I would just hand them a card as they walked into the room and I allowed them to trade them with each other (just to prove that it was random). 

If I wanted:
Two Groups:  Day/Night
Three Groups:  Ron/Harry/Hermione
Four Groups:  Air/Fire/Water/Earth
Five Groups:  Baseball/Basketball/Tennis/Polo/Football

I could also use the color of the cards to divide them up or the number on the middle of the card.  The great thing was that they would never know how I was going to group them, and they would usually be with different people every time.  
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
